So what are we doing to make things better? There are now many organizations which work to try
and keep animals safe. They make national parks and wildlife *reserves, where no roads, factories, or
houses are built, and where animals' natural *habitats are protected. *Captive breeding — catching
animals and keeping them together to breed safely — has also stopped some animals ( 1 ) becoming
extinct.

One example of this is the Californian condor. By 1987, there were only twenty-two condors left,
because (2 ) hunting or pollution, or because many of their habitats had disappeared. So all the
birds were caught for safe breeding, and twenty-five years ( 3 ) in 2012 there were over 400. Some
of the condors were put back into their natural habitats again, and more than two hundred of them are
now flying free in the wild.
