Some people think that there are slaves on cacao *plantations today too. There have been stories in
newspapers and on television about slaves. These news stories speak about people ( 1 ) take
twelve- to sixteen-year-old boys from poorer African countries like Mali or Burkina Faso and sell them to
plantation farmers in the Ivory Coast or Ghana.

There are also stories of child workers on cacao plantations in West Africa. Many children have to
work long hours for little money. In poor families sometimes everybody needs to work, ( 2 ) adults
and children, to get food. But the work is often hard and dangerous, and of course, these children cannot
go to school.

When farmers sell their cacao beans, they usually sell ( 3 )them to big chocolate factories or to
*brokers. The brokers then sell them again for a lot of money. The farmers often do not get much for
their beans, ( 4 ) they cannot pay their workers a lot.

In 1988, a group of people started something ( 5 ) Fairtrade. (6)[ smaller farmers / fair money

/ to / helps / get / fairtrade ] when they sell cacao beans or other things like coffee and sugar. The

farmers can then give more money to their workers for food and better houses. Only farmers who pay
people fair money can sell Fairtrade cacao beans.

Fairtrade helps in other ways too. It tries to keep child workers (7 ) the plantations and in
school. In some countries cacao farmers are cutting down the rainforest to grow more cacao trees.
Because of ( 8 )this, animals and local people that live in the rainforest are losing their homes. Fairtrade
is working to try and stop this.
